Moorways – no further updates
Lonsdale pool – A full presentation has been presented to key stakeholders and they are now fully onboard. A local businessman has also donated 2 acres of land for site development of the new pool.
Sharley Park – Development has been considered for a new 6 lane 25m pool with separate teaching pool to replace the existing structure. Timescale to be confirmed.

Chesterfield – Raised funds through a local businessman and have purchased 6 new blocks 
Coach 20/24 – Congratulations were given to Mark Tanner, Jamie Main, Mandy Bell and Mark Rose who have been appointed to the coach 20/24 next generation elite coaches programme

County Relays – Under review now that the building work at Matlock will not have as much impact on space. CD advised that he has sent out a survey to coaches asking for feedback regarding relays and had received 4 replies.

Inter Counties – Congatulations to the Derbyshire Team on their promotation back to Division 1

Presidential Representation at Events – It was agreed that if the President was unable to attend any events then the invitation would be passed onto the President Elect 

British Records – Congratulations was passed to Jacob Whittle from Derventio eXcel on achieving the British Record for fastest 14 year old in 100 free
Junior Grand Prix – Ashbourne were welcomed to the series, it was very well attended apart from the round 3 which saw a reduction in swimmers entering. Matlock, Belper, Dronfield, Swadlincote and Chesterfield did not attend. Concerns were raised about the lack of prizes awarded for top girls and boys, the previous year these had been awarded

SportySwim – CD confirmed that they will be at the County Sprints with selling County branded merchandise

Masters Intercounties  - The County were not presented as Masters struggled to get a team together

County Certificates – Joyce Mellor will be taking the lead on this form to be updated and circulated to clubs so that nominations can be made. 

National Awards Birmingham University – JH to update at the next meeting, DASA agreed to promote

AOE Reimbursement – No reimbursement has been received from the Council. DH and Barrie May to contact Wain Sills at the Council and seek reimbursement
Swim England Derbyshire – JH advised that we should now be branded as Swim England Derbyshire and not Derbyshire ASA. Swim England and the Region will be changing to year end 1st January to 31st December. This will result in a short financial year and longer Presidential year. This will also impact on the AGM date.
